CBCA Board Meeting
August 4, 2009

President John Rubiales, Jr. called the meeting to order at 6:35 PM.

Board Members in attendance: John Rubiales, Jr., Jean Wondra, John Garrett, Mike
Fossan, Sue White and Debbie Mullins.

Member guests in attendance: Joan Culver and Gloria Utley joined the meeting after it
started. Jerry Kosel was present for the entire meeting.

The first agenda item was the approval of the July Board Minutes. Sue White left the room.

There was a request from four of the Board members for two changes to the July Board
Meeting Minutes. The first request was to document that Sue White was not in the meeting
when Joe Medrano made his presentation when the Board discussed the issue and voted on
it.

John, Jean, John Jr. and Mike also made the second request. The wanted it noted that they
felt they had voted for up to $2,555 for rent/sub-leasing ABS (Accurate Business Services)
office space for the remainder of 2009. Debbie felt the vote was to rent/sub-lease for
$6,132 per year.

Both of these requests have been documented.

The Board discussed the happenings at the last General Membership Meeting. Each Board
member stated in their own way and words how they felt we made a decision to
rent/sub-lease the ABS (Accurate Business Services) office space too quickly without fully
investigating the request. There was discussion that none of us could answer the many
legitimate questions that have been raised by some of the membership. Mike Fossan then
read a one-page memo he had written. The memo was a recap of what Mike felt had
happened thus far, what questions he had and recommendations he would make for the
future. Mike then made a motion. Mike’s motion was:

“We need to form a committee to look into sub-leasing ABS for $511/month to provide us
with all possible options, contingencies, legalities and liabilities and outcome for the Club.”

John Garret seconded the motion.

There was further discussion about Mike’s motion. The Board decided to take Ed Hartley’s
recommendation that a committee be formed from the floor at the next General
Membership Meeting of non-Board members. This same committee could look at our

bylaws to see if any changes also needed to be made.
