CBCA General Meeting Minutes
February 26, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 7:48PM at Oakhurst Country Club by John Rubiales, the younger.
The minutes of the January 29, 2008 were approved as corrected (M/S/P).

Guests Rory Richmond, Jocelyn Jensen (Perfect Tans), Eric Maldonado (Travis Credit Union), Judith
Parker (YMCA) and Amy Dellinger were introduced.

The member count is 140. Renewals are due as of the 28™.

Nancy Lewis, Casey Cline and Herc Pardi saw their names and claimed their money in the Newsletter
Game.

Jean Wondra reported that we are financially sound ($101,000 available for donation) and there is a report
on the tables.

Mayor Julie Pierce reported that the YMCA needs Board of Directors members from Clayton. The
Council just finished the audit of the financial statements and got a ‘clean bill of health’! (Thank you
Merle Hufford!) The City is financially stable, thanks to keeping a bare bones budget. March 18™ will be
the 45™ anniversary incorporation. The meeting room at the Library will be named the Hoyer Meeting Hall
— ceremony at 5:30 PM on the 17", The February 3" meeting saw the final plan for Daffodil Hill and the
Tractors. They will go out for joint bid. Some redevelopment stuff was cleaned up. Phase 3 of the
economic development plan with Jim Harrigan is beginning. Need 3 more volunteers on 3/23 (training on
3/9) for Junior Achievement. The Stimulus money of $550,00 or more (up to double) will be used to pave
Clayton Road and Oakhurst — can only be used for arterial roadways, but will free up money that can then
be used in other parts of the City.

No Planning Commission report.

Chief Dan Lawrence reported that they welcomed the newest officer, Alan Pike, from Rio Vista (10 years)
- now short one officer and the 11" one will be sworn in on March 11%. Various bad guys; 10 auto break
ins; lots of thefts — blame it on the economy. Coverage has been increased.

New A&W Co-Chairman Ted Meriam reported that we are on track for a successful event.

John Rubiales, the elder, reported that the scholarship application packets had gone out to high schools.
No Oktoberfest report.

Shannon Seven reported that the Daffodil Hill project is going out to bid.

Dave Osteen reported that Rick Agrisani is doing the final drawings to show where the 2 tractors will be
situated. The newer one will go in front of the Library — it will be set back from the street and sidewalk
areas to address safety issues. The older one will go on the backside of the Corral near Black Diamond

Plaza. It too will be far enough from the street to be safe.

The Board recommends that we donate up to $1500 to CVHS Grad night for scholarships. We will make it
a condition that they carry over any left over funds to next year’s event. Yes Vote.

The Board recommended that we donate $10,800 to cosponsor the Concerts in the Grove with the City.
The additional $800 is for police at the park. Number dropping from 14 to 10 to see if that helps the
downtown businesses. Hoping to get sponsors to defray some of the cost (low key). Fast tracked — passed.
