
CBCA General Meeting Minutes
March 26,2009

The meeting was called to order at 7:50PM at Oakhurst Country Club by John Rubiales, the younger.

The minutes of the February 26,2009 were approved as corrected (M/S/P). (Does anyone know who the
unsuccessful marble chooser was for February - it wasn't Cindy Bennerl)?

Guests Jocelyn Jensen (Perfect Tan), Judith Parker (YMCA) and Amy Dellinger were infroduced (Jocelyn
and Amy plan to join), Alise Lacosse - previous member who will rejoin, Lisa Truesdell, Virginia Siegel
from Trails and Landscape, and Jeff Whitaker.

The member count is 154. Renewals were due as of February 28m.

Doug Van Wyck, Sydney Alcock and Jennifer Giantvalley saw their names and claimed their money in the
Newsletter Game.

Jean Wondra reported that we are financially sound ($79,574.53 available for donation) and there is a
report on the tables.

Mayor Julie Pierce reported that the Budget was reviewed again - revenues have dipped $200,000 below
what was budgeted. OK for now, but next year will be a problem. The County is revising its fees - upward

- animal control as an example. Need to decide what to do with the $492,000 from Measure WW (East
Bay Regional Parks bond) that was passed in November - this is over 10 years and must be used for capital
equipment or acquisition. Perhaps installing lights at parks or slmthetic turf. The Housing Element is due
by June - another unfunded mandate. The sound and cameras at Hoyer Hall are being redone - Comcast is
doing it and they can only be used for their broadcasts. March 17th the Library meeting room was renamed
Hoyer Hall in honor of Bob and Eldora. The l8th was the 45th Anniversary of the incorporation of the City
of Clayton.

Keith Haydon reported that they held 2 meetings this month. Discussed the Rivulet Building mitigated
negative declaration for project on Oak Street, and approved a home addition and tree removal on Tiffin
(Mayor Pierce's).

Chief Dan Lawrence reported that they welcomed the eleventh officer, Todd Sowell, from Concord where
he was a jailer for 13 years - now have full complement of officers. Need 3 sergeants - will promote 2 to
Corporal - and get them on the job training for Sergeant. Attended the Junior Achievement program at Mt,
Diablo Elementary - very worthwhile. There were instances of kids with knives at both the elementary and
middle schools. Doesn't know much about the stabbing at the Post Office - being handled by the Postal
Authority. Caught alleged doer. Doesn't make Clayton any less safe.

A&W Co-Chairman Joe Medrano thanked all the committee chairs and his co-chair Ted Meriam for all the
work so far. Sure it will be a successful event.

John Rubiales the elder was out of town, but John Garrett reported that all the packets were out to the
schools.

Pete Laurence reported that the brass plaques for the tractors have been ordered and will be here when it is
time to put them up.

There was no old business.

Jim Lawrence volunteered to be the membership representative on the Audit Committee for this year.

The Board recommended a Fast Track donation of $2820 for the CVHS La Crosse team - after much
discussion it passed 50-2.

Jim Frazier suggested that we (CBCA) could help some of these groups raise their own money by renting
Endeavor Hall for them so they could hold events. Mary Ann Lawrence and Howard Geller both thought
that we needed the labor of the kids at our events and that this was ow way of securing this help. Laura
Hoffmeister said that it was like sweat equity in getting a home. Debbie Mullins said that the kids always
repay the money donated by their participation and help for our activities.

The Board recommended that we donate $2955 for weight training equipment for the CVHS football team
and PE program. Vote next month.

The Board voted to donate $ 1 200 to Girl Scout troops 429 & 3 1 895 for the adopt-a-trail program - they
will do all the labor and we will provide all the financial support for the stretch of hail from Lydia Lane
Park to Westwood. Our name will be on the trail sign. Vote next month.

Jeanne Boyd reminded us that the Clayton Library Book Sale would be held April 3-5.

The Historical Society will hold its Annual Garden Tour on May 16 & 17.

April 5 will be the Easter Egg Hunt on the YMCA soccer field - sponsored by the YMCA, Wendy Moore
(Alain Pinel Realty), ISAGENIX and CBCA.

Jim Frazier thanked us for our support for Meals on Wheels.

Laura Hoffmeister reminded us to be sure and show up for Clayton Cleans Up, sponsored by the Clayton
Pioneer on April 24 from 9-12. BBQ lunch afterward. Meet in front of City Hall.

Sue White reminded us to bring things for the Blue Star Moms to send to Iraq and Afghanistan (cards,
candy, etc.) and also to not forget to bring food for the needy.

Jack Sogomonian suggested that the folks who don't show up to collect their winnings in the 'find your
name' game should forfeit them to the Food Bank. No action was taken.

Alise Lacosse won the opportunity to draw in the Marbles game, but couldn't come up with the black one.
There will be 7 marbles and $373 next month.
